Now that the rain has 

not been as regular as it 

was a month ago, and 

the       temperatures 

have been in the upper 

80’s and 90’s, we are 

starting to see the return 

of “Summer Patch    

Fungus”.  

This disease gets active 

in June, July, and       

August when daytime 

temps reach 85 plus  

degrees and the night 

time temp     remains at 

65 plus degrees.  

You can try to stop the   

fungus by deep watering 

your lawn three times a 

week. You will also need 

to “syringe” (lightly     

water) the infected area 

to cool down the surface 

of the turf.  

BLC can also apply a      

fungicide to your lawn in 

late Spring. This treat-

ment is fairly expensive 

and there is no guaran-

tee that it will stop the 

Summer Patch Fungus... 

About this time of year we 

receive calls concerning 

the lawns turning yellow. 

What causes this to      

happen and can’t BLC stop 

it? 

I wish we could by just  

applying iron to the lawn 

which helps mask the true 

problem (we are applying a 

high rate of iron to your 

lawn this application). The 

truth of the matter is; stress 

to your lawn is probably the 

biggest factor in your lawn 

turning yellow. Your grass 

is the same variety as it 

was a  couple of months 

ago; and the soil    mineral 

makeup is the same as it 

was two months ago,   

however, the climate has 

changed. High tempera-

tures are truly stressing 

your grass (and us        

h u m a n s )  a n d  t h e           

discoloring is its way of 

showing us.  

Hopefully the iron that we 

are applying will provide a 

bandage for your grass but 

much lower temperatures 

will help our cool season 

grasses the most.

Turf Tip: How to check if your brown spots  in your turf are 

from lack of moisture… 

Before assuming that you have either grubs or fungus, check your lawn to see if it is getting 

sufficient moisture.  

You can do this two ways:  

Take a 6” screwdriver and see if it goes into the ground easily. If it doesn’t you probably 

need to water more in that particular area.  

The second way is to take the same screwdriver and actually dig into the ground and 

check the soil for moisture. If the soil just crumbles apart, you need additional water.  

 

Note: If you have underground sprinklers, turn on your system and see if your sprinkler heads need 

adjusted or you have a sprinkler that is not operating correctly .
