Q: Why do you wait so long 

t o  a p p l y  t h e  f o u r t h           

application? 

A:  The reason we wait 

until later in the Fall to 

apply the 4th Application 

is to get the highest    

control possible of winter 

annual and perennial 

broadleaf weeds. Last 

year was the first time 

that we delayed our fall 

treatment for broadleaf 

weeds and we felt that 

this time frame worked 

very well.  

Since broadleaf herbicides 

only kill the weeds that 

are present at the time of 

the treatment, we want to 

time our applications at 

the point in the year when 

Fall Weed Control... 

You almost get sick when 

you see all of the trees 

that have struggled to stay 

alive this summer. I 

would estimate that half 

of the trees that are or 

related to the Silver Maple 

have died or are in the 

late stages of their life.

Fall Turf Tips:  

Starting October 1st, you can gradually reduce your mowing height until you reach a height of 

2 or 2 1/2 inches.  

Continue watering your grass and shrubs until you winterize your sprinkler system. Once 

your system is winterized, I would suggest  watering with a garden hose if the weather is  

conducive.  

Donôt forget to remove the leaves and debris from your rain gutters once the trees have 

dropped all of their leaves.  

Fall is a good time to prune your trees and shrubs.  

Aeration can be done during the fall to promote root growth as well as chemical and water 

penetration next year.
